Amory Street Station
e Lookahead | Continue with roofing installation, concrete sealing and anti-graffiti treatment, electrical work and
installation of sign and screen frames, and mesh and sign panels

Lechmere Viaduct Rehabilitation Project

Lechmere Viaduct Rehabilitation Project: Strengthen and preserve the 110-year-old viaduct for heavier loads and increased train frequency.
v Last Week | Continued concrete repairs, crack injection, carbon fiber wrap of concrete arches, and electrical and track punch list

Lookahead | Continue crack injection, concrete repairs, carbon fiber wrap of concrete arches, removal of temporary access walkways.
